Happy Father’s Day -Your Presence Matters

On this Father’s Day 2020, we pause to honour the
men who have shaped our lives with strength, pa-
tience, and quiet devotion. In a world that often
moves too quickly, fathers remind us of the steady,
grounding presence that helps families stand firm
through every season.
